How to Get to BJTU

Beijing Jiaotong University (BJTU) is located at the northwest corner of the 2nd Ring Road of Beijing.

从首都机场到北京交通大学可以有三种走法：

There are 3 ways to get to BJTU campus from the airport:

1. 乘出租车：乘出租车到校是最简便的方式，每公里车费¥2.00。到北京交通大学南门的费用大约是¥115.00加¥10.00高速费,下车后步行可到留学生办公室。出机场大厅后请到专设的出租车候车处排队，有管理人员安排车辆，不要轻易搭乘主动揽客的非法车辆。乘坐出租车一定要索取出租车发票和高速费发票。

Taxi: Taxi is the most convenient choice. Taxi fare is RMB 2/km and it costs about RMB 115.00 yuan plus RMB 10.00 yuan toll fee from the airport to the South gate of BJTU(EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(běi),北) EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(jīng),京) EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(jiāo),交) EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(tōng),通) EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(dà),大) EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(xué),学) EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(nán),南) EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(mén),门)) and then you can walk to the Office for International Students. Please take licensed taxis at the taxi stand. Do not forget to ask for printed receipts (EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(fā),发) EQ \* jc2 \* "Font:宋体" \* hps24 \o\ad(\s\up 12(piào),票)) of taxi fare and the expressway toll fee.

2. 乘机场大巴：机场大巴从机场出发，有好几条线路，请选择经过北太平庄的线路，车费是¥16.00。到北太平庄下车后转乘出租车，约¥10.00可到达北京交通大学南门, 步行可到留学生办公室。

Airport shuttle bus: If you take the airport shuttle bus, please get off at Bei Tai Ping Zhuang. Then take a taxi to the South gate of BJTU and you can walk to the Office for International Students. The shuttle bus costs RMB 16.00 yuan. The taxi costs about RMB 10.00 yuan.

3. 乘轨道交通：在机场先坐机场快轨，车费是¥25.00，到东直门换乘地铁2号线，车费是¥2.00，到西直门下车，可转乘出租车到北京交通大学南门的费用大约是¥10.00,下车后步行可到留学生办公室。

Airport express and subway: Take the airport express at the airport to Dongzhimen, which costs RMB 25.00 yuan. Then transfer to subway line 2 to Xizhimen at the cost of RMB 2.00 yuan. After getting off at Xizhimen, take a taxi to the South gate of BJTU at the cost of about RMB 10.00 yuan and then you can walk to the Office for International Students.
